• Once referred, students will meet with an Access Technology Specialist to determine which, if any, 
specialized hardware (computers, equipment and furniture) and/or software programs are best 
suited for their needs.

• 1:1 supported instruction in our computer lab, with assistive technology 
• Self-paced instruction in our computer lab, with assistive technology 
• Drop-in, independent computer lab use to work on SRJC assignments 
• Equipment for temporary loan each semester (recording devices, assistive listening devices, 

wheelchairs, work station supports, magnifiers, and more)

converted into accessible formats for students with disabilities. The purpose of Alternate Media is to 
allow access for students, who due to their disability, cannot easily use standard print materials. 
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
